We’re Going to Need the Extra Day  
This Year! 

 
 Once you take look at the calendar for February and a look at all that we have in store for Church activities 
this month— it will be clear that we are going to need the extra day that Leap Year affords us.  There are going to be 
major things going on every week and of course all the planning that has to go into making these things happen goes 
on quietly in the background.   
 In a recent sermon I used the story of Jesus’ calling of the first Disciples from the Gospel of John to describe 
a way of talking to your friends about what you experienced at church.  Most of us find it difficult to talk about our 
faith in mixed company.  But, the disciple Phillip invites Nathanael to experience what he has experienced in Jesus 
simply by saying, “come and see”.   “Come and see” is non-threatening, and not too difficult, even for those of us 
who tend to be rather quiet about our faith.   
 “Come and see” puts the emphasis on the ministry of the church and the power of the Spirit to win new fol-
lowers of Jesus, instead of our powers of persuasion.  We can invite people to “come and see”— we don’t need to 
have all the answers about life, the universe and everything.  People will discover those answers for themselves 
when they join together on the faith journey with us. 
 This is a great month for all of us to use “come and see” with friends and family who are not currently wor-
shiping at a church.  From Christian Education Sledding Parties to Handicapped Access Dedication services there 
are things to which you can invite your friends.  How about asking a friend to accompany you to the Hope Now, Inc. 
fundraiser at Calabria’s Feb. 21st.  It’s a good cause and an opportunity to introduce them to some other church 
members outside of the context of “Church”— a very non-threatening and easy thing to do.  But it can help intro-
duce them to the idea that our church is alive, active and fun.   
 You can invite a friend to “come and see” us on a Sunday morning, or on a Wednesday evening as we begin 
to offer meals prior to the Wednesday evening Lenten Worship Services.  This month there is much going on.  There 
will be opportunities to practice our invitations.  Let’s see how well we can do and how many new faces we can in-
clude in our ministry this month.  “Come and see” can work many different ways.   
 But, if you’re still feeling strange inviting people to church activities, perhaps you could invite me to “come 
and see” what you and your friends are doing.  Invite me to “come and see” what the kids are doing in their wres-
tling matches, basketball games and dance recitals.  You could invite a friend to the Men’s Breakfast on Saturday 
morning, or invite Pastor Scott to join you and a friend when you get together with your buddies for a breakfast, 
dinner, party or anytime.  Let me know when the Spring Concerts are and introduce me to folks you know.  It feels 
almost like I’m renting myself out, “available for parties and other social events” but the ways we can use “come 
and see” work both ways.  It simply allows the Spirit to be at work, while you help open the door.

The tradition of the New Orlean’s Mardi Gra has its origins in Fat 
Tuesday as Christians folks would try and use up all the foods they wouldn’t be able to endulge 
in during the more austere days of Lent.  We wanted to join in this tradition, but with a Hope 
Now, Inc. fundraiser taking place on “Fat Tuesday” and our own Council meeting as well, the 
Five Practices of Turnaround Churches Group decided upon a “Fat” Ash Wednesday Pancake 
Dinner.  Be careful not to say that out-loud, too quickly!!

We hope you will enjoy an 
opportunity for fellowship and a nice “breakfast for dinner” meal and then come to the sanctuary for the very 
meaningful start of the Lenten Season.  The service will include music from the choir, a brief message, prayers 
and the imposition of ashes.

The 2012 Lenten Devotional Guide 
 
 While we took a year off in 2011, we are back on track for a Lenten Devotional Guide 
written by our own church members this year.  We are calling on members and friends of the church to step 
forward to reflect on the Psalms and share their thoughts and feelings.  For many of us writing a reflection 
such as this is a huge “leap of faith”.  It is a little intimidating to share one’s reflections in this way on so great 
a text as Holy Scripture.  But each year the reflections continue to impress readers with our member’s abilities 
to consider anew the “old, old story”.  You can do it too! 
 So, the call is going out this year for you to consider signing up to write a brief reflection on a section 
of one of those beloved Psalms.  It can seem daunting at first, but it is simply about letting others know what 
the text means to you.  There are no “right” or “wrong” answers!  You might think about what the Biblical 
writer was trying to say.  What important value was he trying to get across?  Of what value is that for you?  
Sometimes people are able to write a brief example of how the text works in their life, other folks have written 
poems or used metaphors that are meaningful to them to express their thoughts.  Sometimes folks have simply 
expressed their struggle with the text itself.  Your struggle or insight, believe it or not, may just be what some-
one needs to hear.  That’s the mysterious way the Holy Spirit works! 
 There is a sign-up sheet on the clipboard and Pastor Scott will be contacting individuals with the par-
ticular passage, or passages he would like you to use.  They are due back to the church on Feb. 13th so that the 
daily readings can be assembled into the guide book ready for Ash Wednesday worship on Feb. 22nd.  Thank 
you to all those who have already signed up, but we have many more available!! 
 

A Fundraiser  for HOPE NOW, Inc. of Elkhorn 
 
 On Tuesday, Feb. 21 at Calabria’s Restaurant, located on 1 North Lincoln St. here in Elkhorn, 
there will be a fundraiser for Hope Now, Inc. And its going to be delicious!!  Please come out and support the 
work of this important organization.  There will be three seating times— 4:00 pm, 5:00 pm, 6:00 pm with a 
limited menu.  The dinner Choices are Spaghetti with Meatballs or Country Fried Steak.  The tickets cost 
$10.00, and there is an option for the kids, children’s spaghetti costs $6.00. 
 Tickets are available at Calabria’s Restaurant or you can purchase them here in the church office.  We 
do have a Church Council meeting at 7:00 pm– anyone interested in meeting beforehand for dinner at 6:00?   
 As most of you know, our church has been very involved in Hope Now, Inc. from the very beginning 
of its existence.  We currently have three members on its Board of Directors; Hank Mol, Harold Morris and 
Pastor Scott is the current President of the Board. As its mission statement says:  HOPE NOW, Inc. is a local 



non-profit 501(c)(3) group that provides short term assistance with housing, utilities, transpor-
tation, or medical related needs, and holiday food baskets to applicants in the Elkhorn area.  
 On the second and fourth Tuesday of every month the group meets with people from 
Elkhorn who are in desperate need of assistance in order to stay in their homes or keep their 
jobs, or keep up with necessary utility, medical or other bills.  The financial assistance, advice and networking 
the group provides is able to restore hope for many families who are in great need. 
 

Global Ministry Opportunities During Lent 
 
 The Stewardship and Mission Committee has agreed to focus on the United Church of 
Christ’s Global Ministries during Sunday worship services in Lent.  Each Sunday a different 
ministry of the Wider Church will be lifted up during Mission Moments, sometimes by speakers 
who have been working in those fields and other times with video presentations from missionar-
ies hard at work in a variety of settings.  Already Rev. Jim Burd has agreed to present informa-

tion and pictures of his upcoming February trip to Haiti.  Brydie Hill is an active UCCer in the Southeast Asso-
ciation who will be traveling to Kenya this month and she has agreed to tell us about the important work going 
on there.  Ruth and Scott McLeod will present information about work going on in the Dominican Republic by 
the UCC and by Foundation for Hope.  We are also planning to have presenters who have been working with 
our Conference partnership in Chiapas, Mexico and other places around the globe.  We hope these mission 
moments will inspire further activity within the congregation to support this crucial mission work.

Everyday Shopping using Gift/Shopping Cards  
   
 By purchasing shopping and or gift cards for your everyday purchases like food, clothing, gasoline, 

eating out, entertainment, and, of course gift cards given for special occasions; you are earning 
extra money for the church.                                           
 If you haven't already, please take a look at the packet that has a list of all the participat-
ing retailers and the percentage we get back in return.  The packets are back in the family room 
at the church.  Pick one up and take it home and look at it.  You might be surprised at 
the shopping cards you could use for normal, everyday necessities.  The price of the cards does-

n't matter, we get a percentage back on any of the ones you might order.  Then you use them for shopping.  
 How much do you spend on groceries each month?  If you shop at Piggly-Wiggly, Pick ‘n Save, or 
Sentry the church could earn 3 to 4% on every purchase.  How much do you spend on gas for the car?  If you 
buy gas at Speedway or Kwik Trip you could earn between 4 and 8% for the church.  Do 
your shopping at Kohl’s , Shopko or Boston Store?  You can earm another 4% to 8% for 
the church.  Want to go on-line to make a purchase?  Amazon.com cards earn 4%, iTunes 
cards earn 5%.  Home repairs? Lowe’s cards earn 4%, Home Depot cards earn 5%, 
Menard’s earn 3%.  The list goes on, and on.  With money we have already budgeted for 
other items, we can still make a donation to the church!

What Determines Worth?�
 

   Generally, I believe most people consider that there is a close connection between an 
article’s quality and its worth.  Yet, we look around and see multiple examples of situa-
tions where this concept doesn’t seem to be true.  When it comes to items which are pri-
marily judged upon their artistic, rather than utilitarian “value”, our ability to determine 
worth becomes totally skewed.  How much would you pay for a placemat upon which a 
four-year old child had drawn some stick figures of animals?  How much would you pay for a placemat upon 
which Pablo Picasso had drawn some stick figures of animals which look amazingly similar to the four-year 
old’s, especially if it is signed by him? The more I think about it; the more it boggles my mind. 

   Provenance by Laney Salisbury and Aly Sujo poses the above problem as they recount the true story of the 
con which a man named John Drewe perpetrated upon the art world in the late 1980’s and 1990’s.  Using the 
talents of an artist named John Myatt who painted works purportedly by well-known modern artists, Drewe 
passed some 200 or more works off on various collectors, galleries, and even museums.  Some of the artists 
whom Myatt copied were Giacommetti, Bissieres,    Le Courbusier, and Ben Nicholson.  His works probably 
still sit in the homes of collectors who paid tens of thousands of dollars for them.  Their worth was determined 
by the fact that the buyers believed they were buying the signed work of the artist.  I was amazed when the au-
thors pointed out that many of Myatt’s forgeries were actually painted with house paint.   

   The worth of a painting is largely determined by the body of proof which has been documented as to the ori-
gin and history of a particular work.  This history is called the work’s “Provenance”.  Bills of sale, photos of a 
work taken when it was in a gallery, letters of ownership, listings in art show catalogs, and listings of sales at 
auctions are some of the ways that the provenance is built.  Museums are the primary repository of the data 
which supports the provenance of a work.  Drewe gained access to museum libraries in London, surreptitiously 
created, added to, or altered the documentation found there to build a provenance for a particular work created 
by Myatt.  Remember, Myatt’s creations are not copies of works by other artists; they are supposed to be pieces 
created by these artists, but have now come onto the market again in some way.  Clearly, Drewe’s false prove-
nances supported works which Myatt created, but still art historians and experts still had to be fooled into deter-
mining that the works were indeed genuine.   
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   The whole question of value really struck me as I read about Myatt’s visit to an auc-
tion at Christie’s where his paintings in the style of French artist Jean Dubuffet were to 
be auctioned.  I will quote from the authors’ description of the event,” He (Myatt) had 
based these childlike renderings of cows on a series of bovine forms created some four 
decades earlier by the French painter…Myatt had never much fancied the originals, 
which Dubuffet styled after drawings made by children and the mentally ill, but he 
knew he could forge them without breaking a sweat. …Drewe had put together a slick provenance package… 
had even managed to get the Dubuffet Foundation to authenticate them.”  The drawings sold for a total of 
60,000 pounds. 
   Look on-line some time at the web site which       displays many, if not all, of Dubuffet’s work.  As you 
look, ponder what makes the authenticated works of the author worth thousands, and, if signed by Myatt, or 
Little Jennie Doe, almost zero? 
   There is a lot in the book to make you wonder and think.  Some of it makes your head spin.
